Because Kustom used special pots on all but the Frankie heads, you will not be able to find a
replacement very easily. Antique Electronics used to have some NOS parts, but | don't know if
they have or ever had the pot that you need. The main problem is the mounting method. They
mount through the pc board, so they have a very long threaded mounting shatft.

There may be a broken piece inside the pot that is not allowing the shaft to turn the wiper, or the
wiper is not contacting the resistance element, or the resistance element may be broken.

Does the knob turn 360 degrees or does it still stop at the normal ends?

What I've done in the past, is remove the pot from the board and take it apart. Then | can fix or
replace whatever needs to be done. | will use internal parts from new pots to.
