The 3-15 cabs have a lot of nice lower mids to them , but if you play a 5 string Bass you will find
the the 2-15" cabinets carry the low B string better as the have close to the needed size cab for
2-15", the 3-15" cab is way small on the needed internal volume!
The 3-15" work great with1-15" or  1-18" sub and a seperate power amp to drive it!
